 RESOLUTION NO. 766

A RESOLUTION SETTING VARIOUS FEES RELATED TO

ANIMAL CONTROL

Whereas the City of St. John has revised the animal control section of the City Code, and

Whereas the City Code established that certain fees shall be set by Resolution No. 724 of the City Council. 

Whereas Resolution No. 724 needs to be revised and updated.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That impoundment fees shall be $20.00 per day, effective immediately.

That the fine for at-large citation is $100.00 per animal per incident, plus court costs.

That the City will not have an animal kennel license and any kennel shall abide by the kennel license requirements of the State of Kansas and any city zoning regulations.

That the licensing fees for dogs and cats are as follows:  an annual registration fee of $5 for each unneutered male dog or cat and for each unspayed female dog or cat; an annual registration fee of $3 for each neutered male dog or cat and for each spayed female  dog or cat.

This resolution passed this June 3rd, 2014 by the City Council of St. John, Kansas.
