Administration – City Clerk
LaDona presented to the council information about out sourcing the 2016 Budget. Troy Hanson made a motion to hire Vonfeldt, Bauer & Vonfeldt at an estimated bid of $800-$1000 to prepare the 2016 budget. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. Motion Carried 2-1. Shari Williamson voted nay.
Administration – Superintendent

Pool Manager Stephanie Smith reported on the adjusted hours for the swimming pool now that the season is coming to a close. The pool hours will remain the same until Sunday, August 23rd. Starting with Monday, August 24th the pool will only open on Saturdays and Sundays from 1-6 and the last day for public operation will be September, 7th.  

Street and Parks, Reuben Martin reported on several issues: 
a) Changes to the Standby Policy and On Call Responsibilities. It was the consensus of the council to adopt these changes to the Policy and Procedure Manual;
b) Dead and Diseased Trees. It was the consensus of the council to have the city staff take care of the ones in the right away only.

c) Noxious Weed-Bindweed, County Sealing Estimate, Tree Dump Hours, and New benches for Brown Park, Hill, and Cornwell Park. All issues tabled to next meeting.
Troy Hanson made a motion to recess to executive session to discuss non-elected personnel for 10 mins, including council members, city clerk, attorney, and Reuben Martin. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. Motion passed 3-0. In at 8:00 out at 8:10 pm.
Troy Hanson made a motion to hire Pisut (Champ) Watson at $9.00 hour for part-time/seasonal help. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. Motion carried 3-0.
Marshal Sanders made a motion to add to the agenda an executive session to discuss non-elected personnel. Seconded by Troy Hanson. Motion carried 3-0.
Marshal Sanders made a motion to recess to executive session to discuss non-elected personnel for 5 mins. Seconded by Troy Hanson. Motion carried 3-0.  In at 8:12 out at 8:17 pm.
Electric Department

Jeff updated council on the Cornwell Park Project. He informed them that Mansel Construction will be pouring the concrete. He informed the council that the USD 350 Recreation Commission would be helping with the cost of the concrete.  

Legal – City Attorney
City attorney John Beverlin presented information to the council about the mowing fees referenced in the Stafford County Tax Sale on July 17th.                                    
New Business

Troy Hanson made a motion to utilize and go forward with the Sidewalk Grant with the city being responsible for $22,040.00, with the understanding that part of this is in-kind, and $198,360.00 from the state. Seconded by Shari Williamson. Motion carried 2-1. Marshal Sanders voted Nay.
Old Business
Vickii Rios presented to the council the letter from Vonfeldt, Bauer & Vonfeldt detailing their part in the agreed upon proceedures audit. It was the consensus of the council to accept the letter as is.
After no further discussion Troy Hanson made a motion to adjourn.  Shari Williamson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
