Police Department
Chief Adam Sayler was absent LaDona S Garcia, City Clerk updated the council on his findings about using the local towing companies for towing and storing junk vehicles. She presented the council with a letter from L J & J Automotive. Lawrence Gillespie and Scott Claussen were present to answer any questions. There was discussion between council, City Attorney Belvin, Gillespie, and Claussen. Council also discussed creating an impound lot for the city.   Consensus of the council was to send out a round of letters to the owners of the junk vehicles to have them clear it up.  The City Clerk and City Attorney will prepare the letters.
LaDona updated the council Chief Sayler’s finding on housing defendants with other counties. Both Pratt and Barton County would be available for this service. LaDona explained the different conditions each county required of the city.  
Fire Department-No Report
Administration – City Clerk 
City Clerk LaDona S Garcia visited with the council on her findings about the cost of publishing the whole ordinances in the paper. She explained the difference in cost between printing the whole document or the summary.. There was discussion between council and LaDona.  
LaDona presented two audit services proposal for the 2015, 2016, and 2017 years. One from Vonfeldt, Bauer & Vofeldt Chtd and the other from Adams, Brown, Beran, and Ball for the council to review.  LaDona explained the reason they were not in their packets was she just received them Monday.  The issue was tabled till December 15th  to allow council the chance to review the proposals.
LaDona explained the Inter-Local Cooperation Agreement for Neighborhood Revitalization with Stafford County needs to be renewed. The contract is scheduled to expire on December 31, 2015. There was discussion with council and LaDona.
Troy Hanson moved to renew the Inter-Local Cooperation Agreement for Neighborhood Revitalization with Stafford County until December 31, 2020. Seconded by Marshal Sanders . No Discussion. Motion carried 4-0.
There was discussion about setting up a meeting with Greg White from Midwest Energy to get clarification on Interconnection Standards. 
Administration – Superintendent
 Superintendent Cory Tagtow requested the city contract with KMU to provide training for the city employees. The council reviewed the contract and had discussion. Troy Hanson moved to approve the contract with KMU to provide training for the city employees for an  annual fee of 5,955.00.  Second by Marshal Sanders. No discussion. Motion carried 4-0.
Cory presented his findings on what other cities were charging  for establishing a connection/tap fee. The council looked over the findings. There was discussion between Cory and the council. The issue was tabled till December 15th.
Cory explained to the council about the damage to the Witt Center's Roof from the ice storm on November 26-28Th. He has schedule a contractor come and inspect the damage.
City Attorney
 Troy Hanson moved for an executive session pursuant to  attorney -client consultation regarding Stafford County Trash Service, INC contract, the open meeting to resume in the city council chambers at  6:51 pm to include city superintendent,  city clerk, council, mayor and city attorney. Second by Marshal Sanders. No Discussion. Motion Carried 4-0. 
Old Business
Juliann presented information about one of the Stafford County Trash Service, INC trucks being put out of service by a highway patrol for failure of a DOT inspection. The council discussed the safety status of SCTS, INC.  
Marshal Sanders moved to terminate the April 1, 2014 Franchise Agreement with Stafford County Trash Service, INC effective December 31, 2015, and for the city clerk to advertise for sealed bids for new trash service. These bids will be due December 15, 2015 at noon, so council can review them. Second by Troy Hanson. There was discussion between council.  Motion Carried 3-1. Bobby Stimatzes opposed. 
New Business-No Report
With no further business, Marshal Sanders moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:55 p.m. Seconded by Troy Hanson. No discussion.  Motion carried 3-1. Troy Hanson opposed.
