Citizen Comment

Nick Garcia was present to visit with the council about his high water bill. He explained the difference from his regular water bill compared to this month’s water bill. He explained the difference was due to a water leak that he reminded council that he had at his house (in which there was a delay in the water being able to be shut off). He asked the council to either adjust his water bill or give him more time to be able to pay the bill.  Troy Hanson moved to adjust $62.00 off of Mr. Garcia’s water bill, which is about half of difference of the increase due to the water leak.

Police Department

Chief Sayler informed the council that Officer Chris Story graduated from the Academy on the 23rd of October, graduating with top honors in firearms proficiency.  
Chief Sayler informed council that the St. John Police Department is being considered for a donation of 5 fire arms from the Las Cruces, NM Police Department. The Las Cruces Department will take care of all of the necessary transfer paperwork for us.  It was the consensus of the council to accept the donation.
Fire Department

Marshal Sanders requested that Nick Radar be added to the City Volunteer Fire Department.  Bobby Stimatze moved to add Nick Radar to the City Volunteer Fire Department. Seconded by Mark Bryant. No discussion. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Administration – City Clerk by  City Treasurer
 Vickii Rios presented an update on the Agreed Upon Procedures Audit performed by VonFeldt, Bauer, and VonFeldt on October 27th – 29th. Vickii read from the draft copy of the independent accountant’s report. She informed council that of the 6 procedures performed, no exceptions were found as a result of applying the procedures.
Administration – Superintendent

 Superintendent Cory Tagtow updated the council on the work being done on the road grading and explained how service requests will be handled as we receive them in.
Additions – Junk Vehicles and Stafford Co. Trash
Junk Vehicles - Marshal Sanders suggested buying or using the County Impound lot to store junk vehicles that the City would need to abate.  He said that the County is no longer using the lot and that they are working on cleaning it out. It was the consensus of the Council to look into this further. Chief Sayler said that he could attend the next Commissioner’s meeting to visit with them about this and get more details on this possible option.

Stafford Co. Trash – Troy Hanson presented minutes of the City of Stafford Council Meetings going back over several meetings where the City of Stafford had several requests for Stafford County Trash Service to correct issues.  Troy reported that those requests still have not been taken care of.  Troy is worried that Stafford County Trash Service is not going to respond to the letter that the City of St. John sent requesting for their issues to be taken care of. Troy suggested the City begin finding a different trash company right away and not waiting for Stafford Co. Trash Service to correct their issues. There was discussion on following through with the letter and allowing the 90 days for the Trash Company to correct the issues. It was the consensus of the Council to table this issue until the next council meeting and check with the City Attorney about the City’s options. It was the consensus of the council to begin contacting other trash companies and getting quote information for a one-year contract.   
With no further business, Troy Hanson moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:33p.m. Seconded by Bobby Stimatze. No discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
