Call to Order

 Mark Bryant moved to approve the additions to the agenda which included the following items:
a)Expenditures, which were over purchasing limits under City Clerk B) Purchase for Sewer Ponds under Administration-Reuben Martin. C) Expending on Code violation under city clerk to including Zoning violations.
 Seconded by Marshal Sanders.  No discussion. Motion carried 4-0.

Terry Welch came to discuss complaints received on Stafford County Trash Service Inc. He gave his explanation for the complaints and how he handled them. He answered questions from other citizens and council members. LaDona informed the council that any complaints received by the office regarding Stafford County Trash Service Inc. will be faxed directly to Terry. Terry has agreed to document his solution to these complaints and fax them back to the office, so there will be proper documentation.

Police Department-No Report
Fire Department-No Report
Administration – City Clerk
LaDona updated the council that the 2016 budget was sent to The St John Newspaper and is scheduled to be printed in the Wednesday, September 2 issue. The public hearing for the budget is schedule for Tuesday, September 15.
LaDona reported back on the credit cards for the city.  The bank requires the card be issued to an individual along with the City’s name. She recommends getting cards for the City Clerk, Police Department, City Superintendent, and Electrical department with the limit of the card, not to exceed their approved, spending limits. They would also need to sign and follow the approved, credit card policy. 
Shari Williamson moved to approve the credit card policy and applying for credit cards for the City Clerk, Police Department, City Superintendent, and Electrical Department with their credit card limits as followed: City Clerk and Police Chief at $500.00 and City Superintendent and Electrical Supervisor at $2,000.00. Second by Mark Bryant. Discussion was made with Bobby Stimatze about concerns with past experiences.  Motion Carried 4-0.
LaDona updated the council on how the office handled the compensation for the two non-hired seasonal employees. These employees were put into the payroll system and paid $9.00 hour with pay period August 11-18, 2015. This was the terms promised by Reuben Martin, who was acting as an agent of the city, per Mayor Juliann D Owens and City Attorney John Beverlin II. 
LaDona requested guidance on the Health Nuisance Code Violation Letter created by City Attorney John D Beverlin II, reqarding junk vehicles, since there is no impound lot.  The consensus of the council was to send a letter to each citizen in violation, to see if the citizen(s) would correct the matter. In the letter the city would offer help, to those in need, to transport the junk vehicles to a junk yard.  
Doris requested guidance on the citizens which are in violation of the minimum housing code. City Attorney John Beverlin II would like the counsel to direct him on the cross of action they would like him to take. 
Tabled till the first meeting in October, so a list of violators could be generate and reviewed at that time.
Marshal Sanders moved to appoint Troy Hanson as the city voting delegate for the League of Kansas Municipality. Second by Bobby Stimatze. No Discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.
LaDona explained that on July 27th the copier broke due to an electric storm, OPI was called to fix it. It was discovered that the city’s maintenance agreement with OPI, had not been renewed since May, 2014. OPI gave an estimate of $400-500 to fix the copier. When the invoice came in for the issue in questioned the amount was $768.95. LaDona called and spoke with Willy from OPI, he stated the part alone was $600.00 and the worker must have not known this when the quote was given.  Willy explained had the maintenance agreement be renewed, this issue would have been covered at no cost to the City.  LaDona requested Willy to provide a proposal for a new maintenance agreement with OPI. The proposed agreement would be to charge $0.015 per copies with a minimum of 3000 copies per month, averaging 45.00 a month/540.00 a year. This would include any and all labor, parts, drums, and toner. 
 Bobby Stimatzes moved to approve OPI Invoice of $768.95 to fix the copier and accept OPI proposed maintenance agreement. Seconded by Shari Williamson.  No discussion. Motion carried 4-0
Administration – Superintendent

Mayor Juliann Owens explained the damage to the sewer ponds, in Reuben Martin’s absent, to the council. The cost of fixing/replacing the ponds would be $550.00 each

 Mark Bryant moved to purchase three sewer ponds parts at $550.00 apiece.  Seconded by Marshal Sanders. No discussion. Motion carried 4-0
Bob Stimatze moved for an executive session for 10 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel and possible new hires.  Session to include mayor, city attorney, and council regular session to reconvene at 7:55 pm  Seconded by Mark Bryant. No discussion. Motion carried 4-0. 
Marshal Sanders moved to extend the executive session for an additional 15 minutes, to convene at 8:10 p.m. Seconded by Mark Bryant. No discussion. Motion Carried 4-0.
Electric Department

Jeff reported that Justin Claussen submitted his resignation. His last day will be Tuesday, September 8, 2015.
Jeff updated the council on the status of Cornwell Park, all the mulch is down and the playground can now be used by the public.
Legal – City Attorney
Mark Bryant moved for an executive session to discuss matters protected by attorney-client privilege for 5 min to include mayor, council, city attorney, and city clerk regular meeting reconvene at 8:30 pm. Second by Marshal Sanders. No discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.
City Council tabled any issues with Stafford County Trash Service, INC. to next meeting.  
New Business

Old Business
Mayor Juliann Owens reminded the council about Brandon and Carlie Hoffman’s water bill. After some discussion the consensus of the council was to take the $860.03 and subtract $135.40 (July’s water bill) giving a total of $724.63 and divide this in half.
Marshal Sanders moved for the city to pay $362.50 of the Hoffman’s water bill and put the remainder of the bill on a payment plan. Seconded by Mark Bryant. No discussion. Motion Carried 3-1. Bobby Stimatze voted Nay. 
With no further business, Mark Byrant moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:38 p.m. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. No discussion.  Motion carried 4-0.
