Fire Department-No Report
Administration – City Clerk
LaDona presented the 2016 Budget for the council to adopt.  Mayor Juliann opened the public hearing with no discussion the public hearing was closed at 7:10 pm. 

Troy Hanson moved to adopt the 2016 Budget. Seconded by Mark Bryant.  No discussion. Motion carried 5-0
LaDona informed council about the annual CIC Kansas City Symposium in Wichita, KS on Wednesday, September 16 and Thursday, September 17, 2015. She is planning to attend both days. Vickii will be attending part of Wednesday, once payroll is completed and all of Thursday. The office will close from noon to one on Thursday, for Pam to take a lunch. 
Administration – Superintendent

Doris Tompkins spoke to the council about 406 E 1st, it has been cleaned up but is afraid that it will start over. She is worried about no utilities and dogs. He has one dog that has bitten two people. She suspects the owner has over 10 dogs, which is over the city ordinance of 4 dogs.  John reviewed the city code with the council. Consensus of the council is to have the city clerk send out a code violation letter to get him down to the four dogs. 
Reuben reported he received the sealing bid for the streets for $25,000.00 from Phil Nusser.  Marshal asked about the pot holes on 4th.  Reuben explained how he has taken care of this issue.

Troy Hanson moved to accept the bid for resealing for $25,000.00. Seconded by Shari Williamson. No discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
Shari Williamson asked about the time frame of moving the mulch to the park. Reuben said it would be a while because of weather and staffing. Mayor Juliann said she would help with the staffing.

Troy Hanson moved for a ten minute executive session to discuss nonelected personnel until 7:36 pm to include Mayor, Council, and City Attorney.  Seconded by Marshal Sanders. No discussion. 
Motioned carried 5-0.
Marshal Sanders moved to add another addition to the agenda for potential hires under administration-superintendent.  Seconded by Troy Hanson. No discussion. Motion carried 5-0.
 Marshal Sanders moved to hire two full time employees, Chris Smith and Pisut (Champ) Watson, at $12.00 per hour for the Water Department. Seconded by Mark Byrant.  No discussion Motion carried 5-0
Electric Department

Jeff updated the council on Kurt Fairchild’s electricity issues and displeasure with his demand charge. His electricity would keep flicking off and on, inhibiting his ability to use his wind turbine. Jeff and the linemen resolved this problem on September 9, but he couldn’t use his wind turbine, this will cause his City bill to be higher. LaDona consulted with Gregg Wright for recommendations on making the adjustment to Kurt’s bill.  Kurt is also displeased with the demand charge being added to his bill. Jeff explained the demand charge situation. Jeff explained that Gregg Wright would come down and speak to whoever would like to come.  The consensus of the council was to schedule a special meeting for the middle of October to include council, Mayor, Gregg Wright, Corey Tagtow, and Kurt Fairchild. 
Troy Hanson moved to reduce Kurt Fairchild’s August bill to $252.52. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. No discussion. Motion Carried 5-0.
Jeff requested for approval to purchase more electrical line to replace line around 5th St. The cost of the line would be around $7000.00. 
Marshal Sanders moved to buy 12 feet of electrical line for $7,000.00. Seconded by Troy Hanson. No discussion.  Motion Carried 5-0.
Legal – City Attorney
John informed the council he would be attending the League of Kansas of Municipalities meeting on October   9, 2015 in Topeka, KS. There would be no cost to the city. 
New Business

Shari had questions about cleaning up the entry way on 4th St. LaDona will call and find out the status and report back to the council.
Old Business
Mayor Owens updated the council on the issues with Stafford County Trash Service, Inc. Marshal presented information on cities that do solid waste collection in house and the revenue they generate. Marshal asked Terry Welch about the truck that makes a lot of noise and if he had worked on it. Terry had run some test on it but explained that it was the hydraulic pump. Terry answered more questions about the condition of this truck. 
Troy Hanson moved for a ten minute executive session to discuss matters covered under attorney-client privilege until 8:14 pm to include Mayor, Council, and City Attorney.  Seconded by Marshal Sanders. No discussion. 
Motion carried 5-0.
The consensus of the council was to table this issue until the next regular meeting on October 6, 2015. 

With no further business, Mark Byrant moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:38 p.m. Seconded by Shari Williamson. No discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.
