NO RETURN TRIPS  

Piles MUST be sorted, separated (with 2 feet between each pile) 

AND parallel with the curb.  Piles that are NOT separated and 

parallel to the curb WILL NOT be picked up!  

Items the city crew WILL pick up: 

Microwaves 

Scrap Metal & Appliances (Freon must be removed) 

Brush & Tree Limbs (must be stacked parallel to curb) 

Construction Waste, Including Lumber 

Concrete and Bricks  

Furniture 

Clothesline Poles (concrete must be removed) 

Carpet (separate) 

Mattresses Only (No wire or Box Springs) 

Items that WILL NOT be picked up by city crew: 

 TVs, VCRs, or Computers 

 Hazardous Material - No Paint            

Tires 

 Plastics-(wading pools, waterbed liners, garden hoses, ect.) 

 Batteries 

 Items Put in Bags or Boxes  

 Leaves 

 Items with the Freon still in them 

Mattress with wire and/or Box Springs 

Anything Unruh Brothers Waste normally picks up

Computer Paper 
 Green, blue or green/orange bar  
only. 
 
White Office Paper 
 Typing paper, laser or ink jet paper, 
copy paper.   

No Colored papers.  No adhesives or 
plastic window envelopes.
