ORDINANCE # 1024

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SPECIAL USE TO PERMIT TO USE PROPERTY FOR A NITRATE REMOVAL PLANT INCLUDING THE BUILDING, GENERATOR & FENCING, GROUND STORAGE TANK & FENCING, EVAPERATIVE PONDS & FENCING AND BATTERY OF WELLS & FENCING IN THE R-1 DISTRICT ON CERTAIN PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE CITY OF ST. JOHN, KANSAS, UNDER THE AUTHORITY GRANTED BY THE ZONING REGULATIONS OF THE CITY.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ST. JOHN, KANSAS:

Section 1.  Having received a recommendation from the St. John City Planning Commission on Case No. BZA-SU-2013-2, and proper notice having been given and hearing held as provided by law and under authority and subject to the provisions of the Zoning Regulations of the City as originally approved by Ordinance #1024, a special use is hereby approved to permit to use property for a nitrate removal plant including the building, generator & fencing, ground storage tank & fencing, evaporative ponds & fencing and battery of wells & fencing.
Legal description:  Livingston’s Subdivision, S33, T23, R13, Lot 008 pt, Acres 2.15, W2 pt 8 EX S 120 & all Lot 9 EX 120 of E 10 & W 13.13 of S2 & all N2 of Lots 10, 11 & 12 of St. John, Kansas. 

Such special use is subject it the following conditions: 
1.  FENCE: 128 feet of 6 foot vinyl fencing starting 15 feet north of the fire hydrant to the north east corner of Danny Smith’s property line AND 168 feet of vinyl fencing heading west starting at Danny Smith’s north east property line.  Under all fence there will be a 15 inch wide concrete strip at ground level. Along the north south fence on the east side of the 15 inch wide concrete strip there will be a 12 inch vertical barrier wall. The barrier wall will extend 10 feet past the east west fence; the last 5 feet will taper down to ground level. All fencing and concrete will be constructed on City property.
Section 2.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage, approval and publication once in the official city newspaper.
