           Exchange Street for a wedding and reception in the old livery stable. Seconded by 

           Shari Williamson.

     5.   The council discussed the billing of trash service for persons with both business and 

           residential trash service charges.  The clerk was instructed to talk to Terry Welch about      

           doing their own billing or doing the commercial billing with the city still billing the 

           residential customers.
