Call to Order
Mayor Juliann Owens called the regular meeting of the St John City Council to order on Tuesday, August 18, 2015 at 7:00 pm. 
Alexander Robinson opened with a word of prayer.

Other citizens present were Carol Riegel, Stephanie Smith, Brandon and Carlie Hoffman, and Alexander Robinson. 
Additions to the Agenda    









 Troy Hanson made a motion to approve the additions to the agenda which included the following items:
 a) revisiting Stafford County Trash contract; b) Stephanie Smith speaking on a free end of year swim; c)Expenditures, which were over purchasing limits; d) repair or replacement of an air compressor, e) hiring of the new superintendent. Seconded by Bobby Stimatze.  Motion carried 5-0.
Citizen Comment

Brandon Hoffman asked the council to waive a portion of his water bill due to a leak under their house. The leak was found by city employee Justin Claussen after the 15th of the month.  It is estimated the water bill will be around $800.00 to $900.00. 
Council tabled until the Sept 1st meeting so that they would have actual numbers to revisit the issue.

Police Department

Mayor Owens presented the council with the sealed bids for the Chevy Blazer. First from Jeff Chansler for $1,051.60. Second from Reuben Martin for $200.00. Final was from Jerry Munden for $360.00.  Troy Hanson moved to accept Jeff Chansler’s bid for $1,051.60. Seconded by Bobby Stimatze. Motion carried 5-0. 
Fire Department-No Report
Administration – City Clerk
LaDona presented the council with the rough draft of the 2016 budget.  Bobby Stimatze made a motion to schedule a budget workshop on Thursday August 20th at 7 pm. Seconded by Shari Williamson. 
Motion Carried 5-0.
LaDona requested the scanning and imaging software be updated. The current one is out dated and inefficient for the office. She presented a proposal for CIC to install their imaging and indexing program for a cost of $2, 010.00 for the first year and $385.00 for the following years. The $385.00 includes enhancement and support. She presented two proposals for office scanners. First from CIC for $1,395.00 per scanner and the second from Randy Clark for $699.00 per scanner.  

Troy Hanson made a motion to purchase 4 scanners from Randy at $699.99 and the software from CIC for $2,010.00. Seconded by Mark Bryant. Motion carried 5-0.
Administration – Superintendent

Pool Manager Stephanie Smith informed the council that she would like to have a free end of year swim on  Saturday, September 5 from 6-9. Consensus of the council was that this was a good idea and to go ahead as planned. 
Doris Tompkins expressed her concerns about multiple code violations on a property at 406 E 1st and other properties around town. She has spoken to the owner of the property but is not getting any results.  Consensus of the council is for the city clerk to write code violation letters to the owners. 
Bobby Stimatze moved for an executive session for 10 minutes to discuss non-elected personnel until 7:50 to include city attorney, council and city clerk.  Seconded by Mark Bryant. Motion carried 5-0. 
There was no motion made to approve the two hires for seasonal help.
Shari Williamson moved for an executive session for 15 minutes to discuss non-elected personnel until 8:05 to include city attorney, council and city clerk. Seconded by Bobby Stimatze. Motion carried 5-0
Troy Hanson motion to hire Cory Tagtow for city superintendent at $52,500 a year; with a tentative start date of October 12, 2015. Seconded by Marshal Sanders. Motion carried 5-0.
Electric Department

Jeff updated the council on the repair of the 30 year old air compressor. A rebuilt compressor is $5,800.00 and a new one would be $7,800.00.  Jeff would like to have approval to fix the problem. Consensus of the council is to fix the old one for $2,500.00-$3,000.00 otherwise buy a new one.
Jeff updated the council on the utility rates showing them that the rates are cheaper now then 5 years ago.  
Legal – City Attorney
City attorney John Beverlin presented information on memorial benches. It might go against the zoning if donated by a business, where their information was displayed on the bench.  Individual information would be fine.
New Business

Bobby has some concerns with the way Stafford County Trash, Inc. has been handling their business. He would like to revisit their contract. This issue was tabled to next meeting to allow time to gather more information.
Troy Hanson moved for approval of below expenditures which were over purchaser’s spending limit:
