Police Department

New Business

1.  Troy Hanson made a motion to accept the bid from Davis Electrical, Inc. in the amount of $2,560.00 to replace the fire hydrant, valve and fill at 1st and Main (with the street department to do the street repair).  Seconded by Marshal Sanders.  Motion Carried 4-0.
2.  Discussion took place regarding the City’s sidewalk ordinance.  It was the consensus of the council to have the city attorney clean up and re-present for approval said ordinance.
3.  Troy Hanson made a motion to accept the proposal from Meyer Electrical, Inc. in the amount of $4,486.00 to install heating and air conditioning in the Scout Cabin to be paid out of the Cornwell fund.  Seconded by Mark Bryant.  Motion carried 4-0.
4. Mark Bryant made a motion to appoint C. Bickley Foster, Planning Consultant as interim zoning administrator until the position of zoning administrator is filled.  Bickley Foster would charge $77.75 per hour and would be utilized on an as needed basis. Motion Seconded by Marshal Sanders. Motion Carried 4-0.
After no further discussion Troy Hanson made a motion to adjourn.  Shari Williamson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.  Meeting adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
